
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

This was the theme of the 2008 CEF International Conference which was held early in May 

at Ridgecrest Conference Center in Ashville, NC.  This conference is held every three years 

and it was great for our staff to attend these encouraging and challenging meetings.  Over 

1100 workers from 80 of our 149 ministry countries attended main sessions, workshops, 

special get-togethers, as well as late night coffee meetings with friends from all around the world.  It was 

thrilling to hear of the millions of children who are being reached in CEF ministries around the world.   

CEF is 71 years old as a ministry and that theme represents more of a goal than a theme for a 

conference.  Our goal is to have effective ministry established in every country of the world, in the next 

nine years.  Our leadership are targeting 207 countries with a plan to be effectively involved in each 

one.  Our plan is to train and support local workers - i\ObW]\OZaj# eV] O`S OZ`SORg SabOPZWaVSR# R] \]b 

need cultural adaptations or language training.  All that they need is support - and much less than 

would a missionary.  We were excited as our SPAN program (Support A National) was highlighted and by 

the end of conference, $200,000 was donated and pledged for this next year.   

And CEF ministry in BC is a small part of that goal as we seek to reach the yet unreached children of 

BC. I was impressed with the realization that many countries that have normally been considered pagan are 

more evangelized than Canada.  In fact, over and over we were told that ministries are in huge growth 

cycles all around the world except in North America and Western Europe.  In Canada we live in a highly 

aSQcZO`WhSR QcZbc`S eVS`S a^W`WbcOZ Q]\QS^ba O`S OQQS^bOPZS Oa Z]\U Oa bVSg R]\jb W\QZcRS O PZ]]R aOQ`WTWQS for 

sins.
